There is a strong emphasis on developing archaeological skills in a number of areas including: field archaeology 
(for example, excavation and survey); environmental archaeology (for example, zooarchaeology, archaeobotany 
and osteoarchaeology), together with digital archaeology, such as photogrammetry; and archaeological 
illustration.
