This HNC Counselling is designed to appeal not only to those who wish to progress and eventually qualify as a
counsellor, but also to those practicing in any sector that would benefit from the range of skills employed in a
helping/supporting relationship, for example: community work; social care; education; criminal justice; health
services; and voluntary work.
