What will | study?

Studying Religious, Moral and Philosophical Studies develops your imagination and your thinking skills. You will
learn about at least two of the world’s major religions (Buddhism, Christianity, Hinduism, Islam, Judaism, Sikhism).

Religious and Philosophical Questions (6 SCQF credit points)
In this unit you will:
e develop your ability to describe religious and philosophical questions and responses.
