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 You will usually train at a local college. Training sessions will take place for a set number of hours and 
weeks during term time.

How will I be assessed?

Assessment will be based on a range of practical activities in real or simulated workplace settings. Tutors will 
observe and keep records of your work. Some assessment may be done online using an e-portfolio system.
